· Volunteers will be trained and equipped to sell 50/50 raffle tickets to Blue Jays fans in stadium. All supplies are provided!
· Shifts begin just before the gates open (2.5 hours before game) and volunteers sell tickets from gates open through the third inning. After all of the tickets and cash are counted and submitted, volunteers are invited to stay for the remainder of the game, courtesy of the Blue Jays (based on availability).
· This is great way to gain exposure for your charity, provide volunteer opportunities for employee engagement, and raise funds to help kids in need!
